1.  PUBLIC FORUM

6 members of the public present all spoke in support of the planning application for Rabbit Catchers which was coming up for discussion later in the meeting.

2 member sof the piblic asked about a neighbourhood pland and had this been raised before.  Chair explained it had been raised before but we had been advised by our then County Cllr that we really didn’t need one due to the definitive boundary and other county council policies.  Member of the public said it could be undertaken by a team within the parish of residents, with grants available and woudl look into finer details.  Chair advised that not having a plan meant there could be more individuality with planning rather than a rigid frameowrk.  Dorset Cllr Alford then spoke regarding Dorset Council’s Local Plan which is coing into force hopefully in 2026 and explained more about Neighbour Plans and how a Local Plan will affect that etc.

Poorton Road – collapsed – this has been reported and road is now closed.  Cllr N Poole met then and they were currently undertaken an ecological survey.
