· Grit bins on Kings Lane – only seems to be one at the bottom – should there be one at the top.  No, we have only ever had one at the bottom – the crossroads are our boundary.  This area has been discussed before and not able to have one there.

· Conservatry at Spickhatch has now been taken down

· Member of public from CLT havr an update on the transport surbey they undertook.  Axe Valley Ring and Ride will come to Powerstock etc if asked but haven’t been.  They can do a weds every week.  This was felt to be adequate for shoppoing purposes.  Will advertise in Eggardon View so people know it is available.  Ad-hoc services do not seem to be available.  CLT will try and put together some sort of volunteers who would be happy to help with ad-hoc gravel.  Vaness White will be one of the administrators of this service to cover West Milton, Powerstock and Poorton.

· Ruscombe Lane footpaths etc – lots of trees causing a problem.  Cllr N Poole made an appt with Woodland Trust who will look into it.

· Castle Mill footpath issues – footbridge being used by motorcycles.  Highways coming to look at sorting rights of way with proper access.

· Huge pot holes at Marsh Dairy, been mended but all out again and about 8 inches deep

· Grit bins need filling up at Poorton – to tell Clerk where who will check
