8.  DEFIB AT THREE HORSEHOES, POWERSTOCK

Currently this is not active.  South West Ambulance Service have contacted us to see if we will take it over.  Concerns were if we take this one over and the associated costs/insurance, then we would be expected to take over the other ones in the Parish.  The costs of all would be sizeable for the amount of Precept we have which ould then hav to result in a Precept rise.  Although Cllrs were in theory happy to take over this if there was no other option it was suggested that the Landlord who set this up was due to be coming back to the Pub in May and it would be good for him to take this over as he did before.  It was agreed that as a temporary measure the Parish Council could check the equipment over, purchase new pads if necessary (at a cost of £70) so that at least the defib would be active if an emergency required it.  This was on the proviso that the Parish Council were not taking it over, but just helping as an interim stop-gap.  SWAST had agreed that this would be possible.  Therefore It was Proposed by Cllr M Poole and Seconded by Cllr Butler for Clerk to inform SWAST that Cllr Butler would be happy to be in contact with them to check the equipment over.
