9.  INFORMATION FROM COUNCILLOR

DC Cllr Eysenck reported on the following:
Barrowlands Lane – this is an ongoing saga with the surface.  This has been paused for now as it is now Winter and the weather is not good enough.  They are now looking at undertaking this in the Spring.  May put a waterproof coating over it for now.  Other resurfacing projects will also be halted.

West Milton Gore Cottage footpath bridge – spoken to Rights of Way (ROW) – they are saying they don’t know who actually owns this.  Cllr Eysenck will go back to ROW on this althoght ROW are getting their legal team to look into it.

Trailway – MP Edward Morello is now involved in this.  Local people need to be included in this.  The plan itself is not set in stone.  Cllr Eysenck has asked that they come out and speak to the parishes.
